What and where is DREAM ? 
This is a very common question… We have no facility – but we do have a few foster homes.  Part of our 

vision is to establish a “long term and quality care” animal sanctuary in our county (because county 

shelters are responsible for short term capture, control and short term caretaking.)  Role models 

already exist in other states, and there are some great animal resource facilities in our neighboring 

counties.  DREAM tries to pull dogs in need from county shelters when there is space available in a 

foster home.  If there is no foster home available we try to share their information on FB  because 

we know SHARING their picture and need to be rescued can SAVE their life.  
 

 

Community support is AWESOME ! 
The support from individuals and families in our community has resulted in MANY dogs (now over 350) 

and cats being  neutered, spayed, and vaccinated (at our LOW COST clinics)….and over 400 pets being 

vaccinated at our LOW COST vaccine clinic.  Happy to report over 50 pooches (from shelters and 

owner surrenders) have been re-homed to either a new family or a rescue group in the past 4 years.

Help wanted, Help needed to TRANSPORT! 
Every week requests are emailed to us for HELP with transport dogs OUT of county kill shelters and 

into a new home or no kill rescue group. You can help save the life of a dog by committing to 

transporting a dog (or 2 or 3) to a new location – usually about a 1 – 2 hour drive time. We drive 

North, South, East and West.

Fostering SAVES lives…. Help wanted ! 
OHIO county shelters are routinely FULL due to: lack of regulations on puppy mills, backyard 

breeders, and few spay/neuter requirements.  County shelters only hold once owned family pets  

and strays for a very short time (requirement is 3 days).  Living in this environment quickly causes 

high levels of stress and health issues to many dogs in combination with their lack of vaccines.  

DREAM can step up to help if/when FOSTER families are available.   Many folks have contacted us 

about  re-homing their dog, foster parents are a resource that is much needed by DREAM.
