She has worked with state leaders
on issues ranging from revising the
humane agent training guidelines
to monitoring exotic animals.
Education is a priority for Sheila
and she regularly speaks to first-
responders, city councils and the
public about issues such as
cruelty /neglect, hoarding, links
between animals and human
abuse and more.
